Do not clean glass shelves or 
covers with warm water when 
they are cold. Glass shelves 
and covers may break if 
exposed to sudden 
temperature changes or 
impacts such as bumping 
or dropping.

Use a clean sponge or soft 
cloth and a mild detergent in 
warm water to clean the 
efrigerator.
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For the most efficient use of 
energy, please keep the all 
inner fittings such as baskets, 
drawers, shelves on the 
position supplied by 
manufacturer.

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To get more space in the freezer, you can 
remove Ice maker ( 1 ), mini drawer ( 2 ), 
and the top drawer ( 3 ) (RL43 model only), 
then place the additional shelf (Optional) 
right above the below drawer.
It does not affect thermal and mechanical
characteristics.
A declared storage volume of the freezer
compartment is calculated with these 
parts removed.
